With the BRC takingahiatus in
2015, Greensmith isthereigning
Junior BRC champion after winning
in2014. He'll returntothe Juniorsina
Ford Fiesta R2T for Mid Waleson
March 5-6.

The 19-year-old says the amount of
Interestand the quality of the
prospective opposition inthe BRC
makes competing in theseriesa
must.

“Thenewre-vamped BRC1s

becoming the new ‘scene’ where
young, talented & aspiringdrivers
canshow case theirtalents,” said
Greensmith. “Ibelievethat to get
spotted, you have to beat the best at
varying levels and in varying places
aroundthe world. Solaimtogoto
Mid-Wales and impress, then focus
my attentions onthe Drive-DMACK
Fiesta Trophy for the remainder of
theyear.”

Greensmithfinished sixth in the
2015 Drive DMACK Trophy, witha
best finish of fourth in class.
However, with the addition of ex-Ken
Block co-driver Gelsomino, the Britis
hoping he can improve dramatically
in 2016 and will compete the full
scheduleonce again.

“Howmuch Alexisgoingto helpme
this year becameevidentduringthe
last & only day without problems at
Wales Rally GB. He helped me
simplify mynotes, yet increase their

significance. My pace increased
tenfold which has given mealot of
confidence going intonext year.”
Gelsomino has competed in the
DMACK Trophy this year alongside
Will Hudson, but the Italian believes
Greensmith has plenty of potential.
“Wehave competed together atthe
lastround of the 2015 World Rally
Championship in Wales and we were
able toimmediately click asa team,
which isalwaysa veryencouraging
sign inadriver/codriver
relationship,” said Gelsomino. “He
has impressed meright away as a fast,
committed and focused Rally driver
considering his youngage.
Greensmith willrecce inmonte
Carlo, Sweden, Italy and France in
the WRC, buthedoesn’tplanto
competeon theeventsastheydon’t
form partof the DMACK Trophy
calendar. The Britisalsohopingto
contest Rally GBinan R5car.
